8. Classes

The event will consist of six classes, as follows:

A Series Production Saloons up to 1400cc

B Series Production Saloons over 1400cc up to 1700cc (includes 1000cc Turbo)

C Series Production Saloon over 1700cc up to 2000cc

D Series Production saloon cars 2000cc and over plus Sports Cars (including kit cars)

E Electric Cars

Note as per the "Blue Book" a capacity multiplier of 1.7 to 1 will be used for all forced induction engines.

All cars must comply with the Road Traffic Act and the relevant Motorsport UK Technical Regulations. Cars must be currently
registered (no trade plates), taxed, insured and where appropriate have a current MOT certificate, and be driven to the event
(M33). Proof of tax, insurance, and MOT certificate (or vehicle registration document for cars under 3 years old) must be

available at scrutineering.

Timing - Timing will be using TimingApplLive.

Practising — Practising will not be allowed

Numbers — Numbers will be provided by the organisers.

Marshalling

All competitors will be required to marshal as per the schedule supplied with the final instructions. Competitors should report

to the Marshals Co-ordinator to have their contribution recorded. Penalties will be applied for those who fail to marshal or are

persistently late reporting to take their turn.

General

e  Test diagrams will be sent out with the Final Instructions. Printed copies will be available at signing on.

e  Each driver will have two or more runs at each layout, the run with the slowest time, including penalties, will be discarded
in calculating the results.

e  Competitors will start in their own time upon clearance from the timekeeper. Timing will start when the front wheels cross
the timing line approximately 1 metre in front of the start line. Timing will stop when the front wheels cross the finish line.
The car must stop without leaving the finish box if further penalty is not to be incurred.

e  AStop Signal (red flag) will be displayed if there is an obstruction on the course. A competitor must stop immediately on
deployment of the red flag and a re-run allowed for all competitors except for the one who caused the obstruction. Drivers
who fail to stop will not get a rerun but will be given a test maximum.

e  Organiser’s times are deemed correct.

General Regulations

The Motorsport UK General Regulations apply as written except for the following amendments:

e  M6.6 Pylons may be less than 1 metre in height.

o M8 All officials and marshals are judges of fact. The list will be available on request.

e  M21 Cabriolets & Sports Cars may compete with the roof down/removed. See M21 6 & 7 for age restrictions

e M21.2 Competitors have the option to carry one passenger, this individual must remain unchanged for the whole
event and remain in the car for all runs.

Markings and Penalties

M 9.4 Marking and penalties will be as printed in Table M7 except
e  Touching pylons or sides of the finish box before the marshal indicates you may leave will result in a 5 second penalty.
e  Failing to marshal as required:- 15t offense plus 30 seconds, 2" offense Exclusion
e  Fail to stop when shown a red flag — Test maximum.

Provisional results will be on TimingAppLive throughout the event and as soon as possible at the end of the event at which point

any protest must be lodged in the correct manner, in accordance with C5 otherwise results will become final and the awards
